Reception Parents - You will have received a letter this week advising that the Road Safety Walks have 
had to be cancelled. Our regular Road Safety Officer has retired and her replacement is unable to      
commit to the scheduled dates. We will communicate the new dates as soon as they have been            
arranged. Apologies for any inconvenience this may have caused. 
 
Fireworks - Tickets will be available on the gate for this evenings fireworks event, gates open at 5.30pm 
with the display starting promptly at 7.00pm. We hope to see many of you there, I am sure that this will 
be a fantastic event as always. Also, our Catering Manager is providing a firework themed lunch on  
Monday. There is no need to pre-book this meal, orders can be made on the day as usual and the jacket 
potato option will be available.  
 
Children should have brought home a flu vaccination consent form this week, the nurses will be in school  
on Tuesday 27th November to administer the vaccine. Could you please complete and return the forms 
by Monday 12th November, the forms are collected and processed prior to the vaccination day to       
ensure that there is sufficient supply and that any medical conditions are considered.
