The children had some time at the end of the
assembly to ask Amy some questions, one person asked ‘How fast can you swim?’ The answer was 50m in 24.8 seconds!
Another person asked if Amy had tried other sports, Amy said that she had tried many different sports, including athletics,
running and mixed martial arts. Amy encouraged the children to try new things and always give 100%.
